From the vear 1966, the college was an affiliated
institution of the Madurai University which was later renamed
as Madurai Kamaraj University. The Colleoe beeame o Post
Graduate Institution in the vear 1980-81 with the introduction
of M.Sc. in Physics. A Ph.D. Rescarch cenire in History
was started in the yvear 1997 in the regular scheme. Th-u
College now offers 18 LG, 13 PG, T MLPhil, a PG Diploma,
11 Certificate courses & 8 Ph.D. courses. The present student
strength is 3609, At present 185 teaching, a chaplain and 101
non-teaching statt members are working in this college.

In the vear 1991, the College  became an affiliated
college of the then newly formed Manonmaniam Sundaranar
University, Tirunelveli. In the marvellous growth of the college,
God has guided and blessed us immensely.
