In the vear 1868, Rev. James Emlyn from New Castle,
UL, an LMS missionary bought the land where the college 1s
located now. Rev. Robert Sinclair, who succeeded
Rev. James Emlyn in the vear 1910, built a bungalow and

sarted a Boarding School on the campus measuring 32 acres.

After independence the long felt need for a college at
Marthandam resulted in the starting of the Christian College in
June 1964 by the Kanyakumari Diocese of the Church of South
India. The Executive Committee of the Diocese, which met on
04-01-1964, entrusted the responsibility of raising funds for the
buildings needed to an adhoc committee  consisting
of Messrs. N. Dennis, ix. MP(Convener) G.A. Ambrose,
J. Nesamony, P.S. Wilson and Rev. M.Amose. The Diocese
set apart sufficient extent of wet lands as endowment to satisty
the University requirement. The public, in and around
Marthandam, the parents, students and members of the teaching
and non-teaching staff took keen interest in the growth of the
college and contributed substantally at different stages for its

development.

With the permission of the Madras University the
Pre-University course was started in 1964 with 171 students,
The college was inauguarted on the 6™ of Aug. 1964 by
the then Bishop Rt. Rev. I.R.H. Gnanadason, with
Dr. John D.K. Sundar Singh as the first Principal.



In June 1963, the College introduced undergraduate courscs
\\il.h Mathematics, History and Economics as major
subjects. From the year 1966, the college was an affiliated
mstrution of the Madurai University which was later renamed
as Madurai Kamaraj University. The College became a Post
Graduate Institution in the vear 1980-81 with the introduction
MSe, in Physics. A Ph.D. Research centre in History was
started in the vear 1997 in the regular scheme. The Collepc
now offers 17 U.G., 14 PG, 11 MLPhil., a PG Diploma & 5 Ph.D
courses, The present student strength is 3503, Ar present 171
teaching, one chaplain and 103 non-teaching staff members arc

working in this college.

In the vear 1991, the College because a constituent
college of the newly formed Manonmaniam Sundaranar
University, Tirunelveli. In the marvellous growth of the college,
God has guided and blessed us immensely.

In June 1984, the College was re-named as Nesamony
Memorial Christian College in recognition of the yeoman
services rendered by the late Thiru.A. Nesamony M.A. B.I.. to
the Kanyakumari Diocese of the Church of South India.

TUITION FEES

Every student has to pay the whole fees prescribed
for each semester during any part of which his/her name is on
the rolls and his attendance registered whether such fees be
paid in one of tWO msr:llm.cr.u.s. . ' .

The first instalment of fees for the academic year will be
collected before reopening or at the time of admission, the
special fees will not be refunded if the student fails to join the
College or leaves after joining. The second instalment will bg:
collected in November. There is no Tution Fee for both UG
and PG Students of aided courses.

The Schedule for repayment of fees will be notified.

According to the Tamil Nadu Education Rule 90(x) “if a
student fails to pay his/her fee on the day fixed for payment, a
fine at the rate of 1 Re. per day has to be collected from the
date of implementing the fine. If a student ftails to remit his /
her fees with fine within 10 working days his/her name has to
be removed from the rolls. Absence from College with or
without leave applications offers no ground for exemprion. If
readmitted, he}j she must pay in addition to the fees and fine
due from him/her a readmission fee of Rs.5. Holders of fee
concession and of scholarships of any kind are also bound by
all the above regulations.

B Bank

The Library Block is named after Rev. James Emlvn,
an LMS Missionary from LK. who purchased the lands where
Nesamony Memorial Christian College has been built, The
library is a fairly large with a collection of about 55404 volumes
in all disciplines. The library regularly subscribes to 11 dailies,
and more than 65 standard journals in almost all subjects besides
general periodicals in Tamil, English and Malayalam, The general
reading room can accommodarte nearly 100 readers at a time.
Separate reference section is maintained for the benetir of the
Post Graduate students and rescarchers. Library is fully
automated. Open access is given to all students. The Library is
kept open on all working days from 9.15 a.m. to 5.00 p.m.
During vacation the library is kept open on all Wednesdays.

U.G. Students who belong to the socially and
educationally backward classes can avail book bank facilities.
They can borrow books from the library for a whole semester
which they need to return only after the semester examinations.

Every student in the college is eligible for membership
in the library. On production of the Identity Card at the Library
counter, books will be issued to the students. The books
borrowed from the library should be rerurned within fifteen
calendar days, failing which an overdue charge of 25 paise per
day will be collected. If the book is not on demand, it will be
renewed for another fifteen days. For renewal, the book should
be presented at the counter.
