


HISTORY OF THE COLLEGE

The long felt need of having a
College at Martandam resulted in the
gtarting of Christian College, in June,
1964 by the Kanyakumari Diocese,
which made available for this purpose,
20 acres of land with some bhuildings
already in it, as well as a very liberal
grant. The public in and  around
Martandam also became Very much
nterested in the project and raised a
gubstantial amount for the College. As
stipulated by the University, the Diocese
also set aparb aufficient extent of waet
lands, as endowment, the annual income
of which amounting 1o Rs.21,000 goes
to the College.

The College
was inaugurated on 6th  August, 1964
by Bishop (Gnanadason in the presence
of a distinguised gathering.
